* QOcean Expo Park - is established state-run park in commemoration of Okinawa international
marine exposition held in Okinawa in 1975. Tourist attraction where is popular in Okinawa
Churaumi Aquarium and dolphin show. [ Okinawa Churaumi Aquarium ] is considered Japan's
best aguarium. Also it is considered to be the most famous tourist spots in Okinawa. The
aquarium is home to around 740 species and 21,000 marine lives. Here you can see various
marine life and also enjoy [Dolphin Show]. The facility starts on 3rd floor where you can see
marine life living in shallow waters such as starfish, seashells and so on. You can touch starfish,
seashells directly here. Then the more you walk, you will see marine life living in deeper seas.

+ Naminoue-Gu Shrine = literally means "Above the wave(s) shrine" and the buildings are
perched on a cliff above a beach and the sea. he shrine was venerated, and people prayed for a
rich haul of fish and rich harvest. Every New Year, the King himself, on behalf of his people visited
the shrine to pray for the peace and prosperity of the nation. The shrine was admired as the
"primary shrine of the kingdom', head of the Eight Shrines in Ryukyu.

* Shurijo Castle (Photo stop) — Shuri Castle is a Ryukyuan gusuku in Shuri, Okinawa. Between
1429 and 1879, it was the palace of the Ryukyu Kingdom, before becoming largely neglected. In
1945, during the Battle of Okinawa, it was almost completely destroyed.

* Kouri Island and Kouri Bridge - Located in the northern part of Okinawa Island, it is an island
in Nakijin Village. Known for its beautiful ocean views. With a circumference of 7.9 kilometers, it is
a raised coral reef island. The Okinawan legend of Adam and Eve remains on this island dotted
with many beautiful beaches, which is also known as “Love Island”. Most of the people on the
island are engaged in agriculture, and some are engaged in fisheries and services. The main
agricultural products are sugar cane and taro! The most fascinating thing on the island is the
verdant waters, which illuminate the beautiful scenery like the sapphire sky!

+ Kouri Ocean Tower - New attraction opened in November, 2013, Ride an automated cart
provided with a 5 minute audio-guided in English to get to the main entrance. Whether you
prefer to look around more than 10,000 shells gathered from every part of the world at [Sea shell
museum], or observe the amazing panoramic views of the ocean, they are what the Kouri island
has to offer.

+ Okinawa World - is a big theme park at the southern end of the main island that focuses on
traditional Okinawan culture. Actually it is three separate sites, Kingdom Village, Gyokusendo
Cave. [ Kingdom Village ] , purports to be a reconstruction of a traditional Okinawan village, and
most of the buildings are shops or workshops selling and making a variety of craft-works. [
Gyokusendo ] is the biggest of the many caves on Okinawa, it's also the second biggest cave
system in Japan after Akiyoshido. Formed over 300,000 years, A natural museum beautifully
carved over 300,000 years. Limestone cave grown on a coral reef. Colored lights are used for
effect to illuminate the impressive displays of thousands of stalactites and stalagmites as well as
the small waterfalls and pools of water. You can enjoy various [ traditional performances ] of
Okinawa, including popular Eisa, Shishimai lion dance, Angama, Yotsudake. ( Eisa - a vibrant and
heroic traditional performance )

+ Kokusai Street - It used to be called “The Miracle Mile" because of its rapid recovery after the
post-war era. They sell everything from original Okinawa-made crafts to imported souvenir items,
expensive to cheap, local artists and major department stores, and everything in-between.

* American Village - Large, American-themed outdoor mall featuring shops, restaurants, a
cinema & a ferris wheel.

+ Okinawa Fruits Land - The Tale of the Tropical Kingdom explore an interactive fruit orchard,
See more than 30 rare tropical fruit trees, as well as animals and plants in Okinawa's largest
tropical theme park. Discover the attraction’s 3 distinct zones: the Fruits Zone, Butterfly Zone,
and Bird Zone,
